SUBJECT:  Fund-Raising Requests (Food Sales)

1. This memorandum establishes policy for submitting requests to hold food fund-raising activities on Grand Forks AFB.  Food oriented fund-raisers, (pancake breakfasts, burrito sales, spaghetti dinners, and “cookout” foods) IAW AFI 34-223, Private Organization Program, Para 10.8 may be held when the event is not directly competing with AAFES or Services food activities.  However, fund-raisers in honor of US Air Force monthly designated cultural awareness events held by targeted heritage committee/private organization are exempt from this policy.  All other private organization fund-raisers must demonstrate that the event is not competitive.  Requests must be turned in no later than one month prior to the requested date and only one food event per quarter will be approved.  This policy will provide private organizations the opportunity to host fund-raising events for their organizations on an equitable basis.
2.  Fund-raisers in honor of US Air Force monthly designated cultural awareness events are exempt from this policy, during the celebrated month.  For example, February is designated Black History Month; the African-American Heritage Committee may hold one food fund-raiser any day in February.  Each exempt fund-raiser must be approved one month in advance.  This action allows flexibility to support the US Air Force culture and provide private organizations the ability to conduct fund-raisers while minimizing competition with the Northern Lights Club, AAFES and other Force Support activities.

3. Force Support Squadron provides a base-wide calendar for helping private organizations schedule events, located at http://www.gf-services.com/.  As events are approved, they will be entered into this calendar.  Proper scheduling will prevent conflicts and provide balanced service for the base community. 
4. Cookies, brownies and other baked goods in the same style are not considered competitive and can be sold any day as approved by the MSG/CC.

5. Please ensure your request is submitted through the following offices in the order listed: 319 FSS/FSR, 319 ARW/JA and 319 MSG/CC.  As stated by AFI 34-223, para 10.9, only two fund-raisers per quarter will be authorized.  This policy will remain in effect until rescinded or superseded by this office.
