COMPUTER/INTERNET ACCEPTABLE USE POLICY

-The Internet will be used to enhance member literacy, write to parents and friends at other locations and provide on-going professional staff development activities.

-The Internet is a “network of networks” which is used by many organizations including schools, government, businesses and private users.

-It should be viewed as an entertainment/educational tool similar to books, CD-ROMs, videos, periodicals and other information sources.  Because it is impossible to predict or control what information might be accessed even with our Cyber Patrol, it is the responsibility of the member and staff to adhere to this Acceptable Use Policy.

-Grand Forks AFB Youth Programs requires responsible and ethical behavior on the part of all Computer/Internet users.  Failure to adhere to this policy will result in restriction of access to the Internet and/or disciplinary actions.

-Only staff or administrators may install software, to include games that are “downloaded” from the Internet.  If you find a game that you think would be appropriate for use in our center, please notify a staff member so that we may evaluate the software and arrange to have it installed.  All software on our computers must be licensed or otherwise have ownership certified for allowable use.

Responsible use of the Internet includes, but is not limited to:


Research


Instructional activities


Electronic mail


Chat rooms


Games

Irresponsible use includes, but is not limited to:


Any illegal activity


Using electronic mail to harass others


Using the Internet for monetary gain


Vandalism of hardware or software


Using inappropriate or abusive language or behavior


Unauthorized access


Misusing and abusing passwords


Violating copyright law or engaging in plagiarism


Pornography

All members and staff must sign an agreement to adhere to this Acceptable Use Policy prior to be granted Internet Access.  Member agreements must be co-signed by either parents/guardians.
